Dear Professor Juvonen,

I recently read your very interesting article about the pHstat strategy in DHCA. In the research lab of Dr. Buckberg at UCLA we are also performing research in pigs undergoing DHCA. According to your article I have 3 questions.

1. What were your heart rates at the end of rewarming when you start weaning the CPB. Do you use beta blockers to lower high rates or do you just accept the rates if hemodynamics are stable.

2. What was your criteria for extubation? Although the pigs are cloudy and most of them are hyperventilating after DHCA we have seen good results extubating the pig 2-3 hours after anesthesia was stopped and rectal temperature mateched 37 C. 

3. What technique/catheter did you use to establish a urinary catheter. 

We have mostly female pigs and placing a transurethral urinary catheter seems to us impossible. We were considering a surgical approach.

We would be very happy if you may can share your experience in this issues which can enlarge the safety margins in the lab.
