Laboratory Animal Centre (KEKS) organizes a practical course:

USING ANIMALS IN RESEARCH – CARRYING OUT PROCEDURES

February 18-March 6, 2015

Persons working with laboratory animals must have adequate education and training before they are allowed to start their work (Directive 2010/63/EU and Finnish legislation (Law 497/2013, 8§ and Statute 564/2013, 18§). This laboratory animal course is aimed at persons who are carrying out procedures on animals in practice, like researchers, students and laboratory personnel. After passing the course, you will be able to continue the practical work with the animal species chosen, and finalise your competency.

The course length is 40-50 hours, including lectures, hands-on exercises and a written examination. Theoretical part of the course (EU: Modules – Function A, carrying out procedures on animals) is purposed for all participants of the course. Hands-on practice can be done with mice and/or rats. It is possible to choose one of the species or both. It is recommended that you acquire species specific competence only for the species you are using in experiments; it is possible later to complete competence with other species when necessary. For those who need competence for carrying out procedures on pig, sheep or wild animals, please, ask further advice. 

The course (040911S) gives 2 ECTS (theory) and 0.5 ECTS/species. The hands-on work is compulsory for those who will need a competence for working with mice and/or rats. 
The course begins on the 18 February 2015. The lectures will take place in the Pathology lecture hall P117 and the hands-on work in the laboratory animal centre (KEKS) next to the lecture hall. 

The basic course fee (lectures) is 200 euro and the species specific hands-on exercise days (mice and rats) are 120 euro each, for the participants from the University of Oulu and the University Hospital. The graduate and post-graduate students are advised to contact their department or supervisor for the payment. 
The basic course fee (lectures) for those coming outside the Oulu University and the Hospital is 250 euro and the species specific hands-on exercise days (mice and rats) are 160 euro each.
The course language is English.
