Requirements: The optional Language Centre course is for students of the Faculty of Natural Sciences. 
Course aims: Students in Scientific Writing for the Natural Sciences will practice the following core skills: read complex reports, analyses, and commentaries where opinions, viewpoints, and implications are discussed; express opinions clearly and precisely, using logical arguments to debate convincingly; write about and discuss a complex topic in a clear and well-structured way, putting together information from various sources and presenting it in a coherent summary.
Contents: This new course is intended to train students in the basics of scientific writing through study of the writing and research processes, organization and revision as well as cultural differences in writing.  Students will write a scientific article and an abstract. The course includes a variety of teaching methods: mini-lectures, small-group work, and tutoring sessions. Continuous assessment is based on active participation and completion of homework tasks.
Registration: Course registration will take place in WebOodi. Registration for the spring term will start on the 1st of December at 12 o'clock.
